Hampden Park Quilt Project Alzheimer Scotland

Action on Dementia

6” (or 5”)Squares Quilt

Fabric requirements:

25 - 6” squares (any combination of colours)
(or 36 — 5” squares)

3 strips at 2 4" strips for inner border

4 strips at 4” strips for outer border

4 strips at 2 %" for binding

41” backing fabric

41” wadding or fleece

Method:
1. Sew the 6” squares together in 5 rows of 5.

Press.
Cross cut two 2 %4” strips at 28” and sew these to the sides of your squares block.
Sew the remainder of the two strips to the third 2 %" strip and cross cut two 32" strips and sew these
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to the top and bottom of your squares block.

Cross cut two 4” strips at 32” and sew these to the sides of your block.

Cross cut two 4” strips at 39” and sew these to the top and bottom of your squares block.
Cut your backing and wadding to the required size to fit your quilt top.

Pin and tack or use 505 temporary adhesive spray to hold in place.

Quilt in the ditch between the squares and around both borders.
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Bindings: Sew all four 2 %4” binding strips together with a 45° angle.
10. Starting in the middle of one side attach the raw edges of the binding to the front of the panel mitring
corners as you go. Turn to the back of the panel and fold the binding over. Slip stitch into place.
